The Primary Care Family Nurse Practitioner or Physician Assistant obtains medical histories and performs medical evaluations and physical examinations which includes diagnosis and treatment of patients; maintaining accurate records, and provides health education to the underserved patients as well as to do other work as required.

Physical Demands and Work Environment:

The work environment is characteristic of clinic environment.
